Summary

Renal graft vascular thromboses are serious complications that usually graft loss
if not treated in timely fashion. We performed 42 kidney transplantations from
December 2016 to May 2019 at 108 Military Central Hospital. There were 2 cases
with intra-operative renal graft thrombosis, treated succesfully by reopenning
vascular anastomosis and thrombectomy. Postoperatively, grafts’ function were
in normal range and there was no other complications. The reason of arterial
thromboses remained unclear, but we suspected the injury of vascular intima.
Conclusion: Detection and management of renal graft vascular thromboses that occur
during transplantation can preserve graft.
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
