Summary

Objective: To assess renal function of patients with brain death after severe traumatic
brain injury. Subject and method: The series of kidney function tests of 69
patients diagnosed of traumatic brain death according to Vietham standards
were collected. Result and conclusion: Renal function in patients with traumatic
brain death changed over time, remaining stable in 18 hours and then decline rapidly.
Polyuria patients after brain death and first 18 hours, urine output decreases after.
Density, urea and creatinine concentrations, decreased urine over time brain death.
Concentration of serum urea, serum creatinine increased over time brain death.
Glomerular filtration rate declining over time brain death.
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
