Summary

Shortage of deceased donors is a serious problem in recent years in Viet Nam,
especially in a culture in which organ donation is not widely accepted. Donation
after cardiac death (DCD) has been reported to expand the donor pool despite
higher rates of primary non-function (PGF) and delayed graft function (DGF) after
transplantation. We have collected 9 DCD kidney transplantation carried out at Cho Ray
Hospital since May, 2015 with aims to demonstrate the feasibility of DCD donation in Viet
Nam. All patients were followed up, and postoperative complications and graft loss were
recorded. There were 1 and 8 cases suffer from PNF, and DGF, respectively. The 3,
and 6-month graft survival were 87.5% and 75%, respectively. In conclusion, graft
survival of DCD kidney transplantation in Viet Nam is excellent despite of higher
rates of PNF and DGF after transplantation.
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
